Welcome to the White Rose Motorcycle Tours ‘Sardinia & Italy Tour’, we hope you have a fantastic holiday with us. If this is your first time touring with us, please take a few minutes to read this itinerary and the other information in the tour pack. It explains how to get the most out of your tour and what you can expect along the way. 
You should have received a White Rose Motorcycle Tours sticker and merchandise as part of your postal pack. Please attach the sticker to the rear of your bike or luggage for the duration of the tour. This helps fellow riders and your escort identify you easily.

This being an escorted tour, we supply all the relevant information you will need to reach your destination, including hotel locations, and proposed route.  The route is not compulsory but does mean that if you breakdown or get lost, you are more likely to see other members of the tour who can help.  Routes are designed to be a compromise between making progress, admiring the scenery and enjoying some great biking roads with stopping places more suitable for groups.

If you intend to follow the proposed route, we suggest you read through the route directions and put them in a format to suit you, as everyone has their preferred way of doing things.  If taking an alternative route, please advise your escort before departure and we would ask that you arrive at the hotel in time to check-in, get changed and have your evening meal (normally around 7pm).
If you have a Garmin sat nav we will email you the routes, I also carry them on suitable SD cards. 

If you do wish to ride with the escorts, you are welcome to do so, but should be aware that riding in a large group is slow (allowing for fuel stops, coffee breaks, toll booths, etc. an average of 45mph is normal), so as indicated you will make better progress if you split-up and ride with friends or riders of a similar style.  Even riding with the escort, it is your responsibility to have maps and route notes out, and know where you are always, you should also be sure to read the enclosed notes on ‘Group Riding’.  You should always follow the group and not your own satnav. As a rule, the group will depart at 9am each morning. 

Once at the location, please feel free to do as much or little as you wish - after all, this is your holiday.  Your escort will be able to advise you on routes and local attractions.  Any ride-outs will be guided and will use the ‘drop-off’ system as detailed in the ‘Group Riding’ document.

The accommodation we use on our tours are unless indicated otherwise of 3-star qualities or higher, and whilst hotels in Europe are generally very biker-friendly, we like to make a good impression, so would ask that you dress smart but casual, with no sleeveless T shirts, shorts or tracksuit bottoms in the dining room. 
Please note that although we reserve the room type you have requested, it is quite common for Double rooms to have twin beds. To avoid lengthy descriptions of the hotels facilities which can be considerable, we have included their website addresses so that you can read everything first hand.

The Tour Pack should contain all the information you need, but if there is anything you are not sure about, or you have any further questions, please do not hesitate to contact us.  If you have not already done so, we would ask you to fill-in our online Booking form as soon as possible (link provided via email containing). 

Thursday 11th June 		                             Home – Hull
Today, those taking the Northern Departure should make your way to the P&O ferry terminal at Hull, where you will board the overnight ferry to Europoort, Holland. We suggest you refuel before boarding, as there are obvious fuel stations entering Hull, you will need to fuel on A63 a few miles out or go past the ferry entrance to the next roundabout where there is a BP station.  Check-in starts at 1500 hrs, last check–in is 1900 hrs, and the boat sails at 2030hrs.  Everyone has their own individual reservation number, so if stopped and asked if you are in a group say no and proceed to check-in where you should quote the reservation number we have given you,  to receive your tickets and cabin allocation. 

However, difficulties can sometimes occur when two people sharing a cabin arrive separately. Over the years we have talked to P&O to try preventing this, but to no avail. If sharing a cabin please arrive at 1530hrs and locate one another before the check-in gate, and check-in together. 

Once on board you will need to get your cabin key from the relevant collection point.  P&O are not responsible for securing your bike on the deck. They do supply a fastening, (rope or strap) but you may wish to take your own ratchet strap. I usually put the bike on the side stand, in 1st gear, and then pass the ratchet strap over the seat, making sure the ratchet is at the side stand side.

We hope to see you on the dockside but if not, I suggest you pay a visit to the “Sky Lounge bar” - DECK 12 between 1800-1900 hrs where you can meet your fellow riders and escorts, we can also answer any questions you may have.  

Your package does not include any meals on the ferry, however there is a choice of restaurants – the most popular being ‘The Kitchen’, which is in the form of a help-yourself buffet.  If you would like something less substantial, soup, sandwiches, pizza etc. are available from the coffee shop from 8pm onwards. There are several bars and an evening cabaret, but please do remember you are riding the next day, and it’s not unknown for the police to breathalyse motorists on arrival.  Don’t forget to put your watch forward 1 hour to European time.


Friday 12th June               Calais – Troyes (250 miles)   Europoort – Troyes (343 miles) 
Unless you have arranged differently, those who have chosen the Southern crossing should arrive at the Folkestone Eurotunnel terminal no later than 0636hrs for a 07360hrs departure. (Arrive 0911hrs French time).  Please see the sheet in your tour pack for your reservation numbers. Please be aware for the EU Entry/Exit System (EES) in place in Folkestone, biometrics will be taken at the border before leaving UK, allow some time for you to be processed (once completed this is valid for 3 years).

If you arrive early, you may be given the option to travel on an earlier train. If you wish to do so, please go ahead, but if you wish to travel with other members of the tour, you should choose the reserved time and enter the terminal parking area until called. You should be able to identify you’re travelling companions via bike type, registrations and White Rose sticker. I suggest you refuel before departure, there is a station at the French side of the tunnel, but the exit can send you out the wrong way.  

Those going via Rotterdam will have time for breakfast before the ferry docks at 0800hrs. The EU Entry/Exit System (EES) is in place once we disembark, please be patient whilst biometrics are completed. Once ashore, if you wish to travel with your guide please wait after the passport control. If you are making your own way, please let the guide know whilst on the ferry then he is not waiting for you. 

Whichever route you have taken, once at the hotel, the group will be complete, and there will be time for drinks and introductions before we sit down to our evening meal (fixed menu) at around 1900 hrs.

Saturday 13th June                                                    Troyes – Voiron
Today we head to our next stop in the French Alps. Two routes provided for today; Route 2 (Shorter day) will take in the French countryside, and Route 2a (Longer day) will start the day on the motorway but will take you to Jura mountains and follow the French/Swiss border to our stop in Voiron. Voiron is a lively town situated in the Isère department of southeastern France, nestled at the foot of the Chartreuse mountains. Known for its vibrant markets, charming town centre, and rich history, Voiron is famous for the production of Chartreuse liqueur, crafted by Carthusian monks in the region. The town offers a blend of traditional architecture and modern amenities, with a variety of shops, cafés, and restaurants to explore. The hotel is centrally located allowing you to venture into the town to explore and for your evening meal. The Parking is located at the rear of the hotel.

Sunday 14th June                                                       Voiron- Toulon
Today, we will travel to the French Riviera in order to catch our ferry from Toulon. The journey takes us through Grenoble, and then on to Toulon. If you wish, you can opt for the renowned Route Napoléon (Route 3a), before continuing to Toulon. It is important that the group arrives at the ferry terminal together and in good time, as we must check in as a group. Once everyone has assembled at the ferry terminal, we will board the 18:00 ferry to Porto Torres. The latest possible check-in time is 17:00, and we will check in using our group booking number, 6763772. To ensure a smooth process, everyone should aim to arrive by 15:00, as checking in a large group may take some time. If you arrive early, there are plenty of restaurants and cafés nearby for you to enjoy.
The crossing is overnight, and accommodation is included with your booking. The ferry is scheduled to arrive early in the morning at 06:30. Once onboard, you can relax and make use of the ferry’s facilities. 

Monday 15th June  	                                    Porto Torres- Cala Gonone
The ferry arrives early morning giving us plenty of time to enjoy our first day on the island. The route takes us along the coast towards Castelsardo, then inland over the mountainous terrain towards Ozieri then onwards to the east coast for our 3-night stop. Although a 3-star hotel its location is 5-star worthy, just 10 metres from the beach and right in the centre of the action. With a variety of cafes, shops, bars and restaurants within walking distance. The hotel has secure parking located a short distance away from the main hotel. So, upon arrival park neatly outside, unload your bike, check in and collect the key for the parking. Evening meals are provided on the first and last nights stay in the Hotel.

Tuesday 16th –  Wednesday 17th June                         (free days)
Whilst in Sardinia, your time is your own your free to do as little or as much as you’d like. We have a ride out planned which will be a full days ride, exploring the Sardinian mountains and incorporating the famous Strada Orientalis (SS125). The road is one of Italy's most famous and scenic state highways, running approximately 354 km along the eastern coast of Sardinia. It connects Quartucciu (near Cagliari) in the south to Palau in the north, passing through major hubs like Olbia. Known as the "Route 66 of Sardinia," the road is celebrated for its dramatic landscapes, ranging from rugged mountain passes to lush forests and coastal views. Those who like a more relaxed pace, can quite simply relax in the local area or even take a speed boat ride down the coast.


Thursday 18th June                                         Cala Gonone - Golfo Aranci
With our Ferry back to the mainland not until 2030hrs there is no rush today. A chance for a lazy morning as check out isn’t until 1100hrs. Roughly a 2-3 hour ride to the ferry following the northern part of the Strada Orientalis, a steady ride with plenty of photo opportunities. As when we caught the ferry from Toulon, we must all check in together as we are all under one booking. 

   
Friday 19th June                                                        Livorno – Lake Garda
The ferry is due to dock at 0700hrs, setting us up for an excellent day riding up the spine of Italy. The day starts off with a visit to the world famous ‘Leaning’ tower of Pisa. We head north on the SS12, a Giro d’Italia route, toward Maranello—home to Ferrari. Then on to Lake Garda for our 2 nights stay. The hotel sits high above Lake Garda with some spectacular views. 3-Star Hotel, Dinner, B&B

Saturday 20th June                                                               Free day
A chance to relax and enjoy the beautiful Lake Garda area.  Nearby lies the popular town of Riva del Garda and Torbole. Across the lake is Malcesine with its medieval tower and mountain cable car, or perhaps you may wish to take a boat ride to the pretty town of Sirmione. If you are keen to ride then a ride out has been provided (GPX route) or those who wish to travel further afield, the Dolomites await, one of the best biking areas in Europe.
 
Sunday 21st June 			Lake Garda to Bormio (173 miles)
Today we leave behind Lake Garda and head to our next stop in Bormio. We head north towards Bolzano before riding some fantastic roads via Passo Mendola, Passo del Tonale and Passo Gavia. You should be aware the Gavia Pass (Way point for turn off provided) can provide some challenging riding and isn’t for everyone or if the weather is poor, so there is an alternative route via Tirano which is a longer distance but makes for an easier ride. We arrive at one of our favourite hotels for the next 2 nights, a 4-star hotel with Bed & Breakfast and garage parking. Ideally placed to leave you to venture into Bormio for your evening meal on both evenings. 4-Star Hotel, B&B

Monday 22nd June 			(free day)
Situated within the Stelvio National Park, the pass itself is the obvious ride-out for the day. However, the nearby Gavia pass is also a challenging ride and Austria with its wealth of biking roads is just over the hill!  For those looking for something more relaxed, it’s a simple ride to the nearby Lake Cancano or maybe a little retail therapy in the Duty-Free town of Livigno.    


Tuesday 23rd June 			               Bormio to Feldkirch (164 miles)
Leaving Bormio, we pass through the duty free Livigno before entering Switzerland via a traffic light timed tunnel (toll). However, it is not long before we re-enter Austria. Riding northwards we pass through Landeck to pick up the B171 towards Bludenz. Your choice here is whether to join the S16 dual carriage way through the Arlberg tunnel (toll), ride over the Arlberg pass, or the one I would recommend, go over the Silvretta Pass which now re-opened after been closed for a year due to rockfalls – as per gpx route.  All routes bring you back onto the A14 which requires you have an Austrian Vignette which you can buy at any petrol station en route. Our hotel tonight is at Feldkirch. 4-Star Hotel, Dinner, B&B
The management ask that we park neatly by the hotel entrance (do not block doors). Do not use the underground parking to the left of the hotel.

Wednesday 24th June 			Feldkirch to Saarbrucken (267 miles) 
Leaving Austria, we enter Germany to ride the Northern shores of Lake Constance.  A few options today, depending on the length of day you would like. Those who wish for a short day can simply take the motorway, but the route provided will take you on the famous B500 (Schwartzwald Strasse) through the Black forest then through the Vosges national park in France to our stop on the France/Germany border.  Dinner, B&B.
